DEAR SHAREHOLDERS,

It is with a deep sense of gratitude that I present to you the
annual report for the fiscal year 2023-2024. Despite the
challenges, this year has been marked by remarkable
achievements and significant milestones to a certain extent
for our company, MTSH, as we continue to build on our legacy
of growth, and sustainability.

I am pleased to inform you that our main source of income is
from operating business and the factories are operating 90%
smoothly inside Thilawa SEZ. This is due to tremendous
supports and guidance from the Chairman of Central Body
for Myanmar Special Economic Zones, Vice Senior General
Soe Win, the Chairman of Central Working Body for Myanmar
Special Economic Zones and Union Minister for Ministry of
Commerce and the Chairman of Thilawa SEZ Management
Committee Chairman U Yan Naing Tun. I would like to express
my sincere thanks to them, since without all their strong
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supports, manufacturers in SEZ cannot get stable power supply
and trade facilitation.

I am pleased to report that MTSH has once more reaffirmed
its status as the top performer on the Yangon Stock Exchange
(YSX) in terms of both trading volume and value. During the
period from January 2023 to December 2023, MTSH traded
1,036,731 shares, which accounted for 29% of the total shares
traded on the YSX. The company also achieved a trading value
of 3.05 billion kyats, reflecting a 31% increase compared to
the previous year and highlighting a rising interest in MTSH
stocks. MTSH has showcased its strength and stability by
maintaining strong shareholders’ interest and investment.

I am pleased to present to you MTSH's performance for the
fiscal year ended 31 March 2024. Although there were
significant challenges, our company has navigated through
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the challenges of the market with resilience and good strategic
foresight.

I am particularly pleased to note that or investments in non-
current assets, amounting to MMK 72 billion as of 31 March
2024, have been significantly influenced by 65% from our
share of our Joint Venture Company (JV), Myanmar Japan
Thilawa Development Limited (MJTD) profits, underscoring
this associate company's robust performance and strategic
importance.

Furthermore, our retained earnings stand strong at MMK 39
billion, supported by a healthy cash and bank reserves of MMK
7.7 billion. These reserves provide us with a solid foundation
as we continue to pursue growth opportunities and navigate
future economic opportunities.

Key highlights of our financial performance include a
commendable increase in revenue, rising from MMK 3.2 billion
to MMK 3.6 billion. This growth was driven by increased
management fees and significant income from a land sublease
transaction during the year. Our gross profit also saw a notable
improvement, reaching MMK 2.3 billion with a gross profit
margin expanding to 63%, up from 53% in the previous year.
The investment in our JV Company, MJTD’s profit has been
consistently growing fruitfully despite the global economics
challenges. As of March 31.2024, the company has retained
earning USD 56.9 million and a cash and bank reserves of
USD 45 million. In addition to a stable environment and high-
quality infrastructure, the special economic zone’s incentives
have led to inviting interest from international investors in
leasing land and factories.

Our financial performance this year has been bolstered by
prudent fiscal management and a strong performance on cost
optimization. We have successfully navigated the challenges
posed by a challenging economic environment, ensuring that
we remain financially resilient and well-positioned for future
growth. Our gross profit has seen increased by 10%, and our
balance sheet remains strong with a healthy liquidity position,
providing us with the flexibility to capitalize on emerging
opportunities. Despite this fiscal year has been extremely
challenging, the company has continued to prioritize the
interests of shareholders. To support the financial needs of
shareholders and maintain a dividend similar to previous years,
the board of directors has proposed the dividend at 50 kyats
per share.
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Additionally, I would like to highlight the ongoing development
of the Thilawa Special Economic Zone, which is progressing
steadily and is currently one-fourth of its original master plan
area. This strategic initiative shows the performance for future
growth and underscores our capability to harnessing reserves
effectively to drive sustainable development.

Sustainability remains at the core of our business strategy.
We have made significant strides in reducing our environmental
footprint and promoting sustainable practices across our
operations. We believe that our commitment to environmental
stewardship not only benefits the planet but also enhances
our long-term profitability and competitiveness.

In line with its commitment to environmental sustainability,
MJTD implemented solar power generation systems in 2023.
This initiative aims to cut down on fossil fuel use and enhance
the production of renewable energy. The new solar installations
are projected to generate an additional 5 MW of electricity.
Furthermore, MJTD will also begin receiving revenue from its
solar power operations starting next year.

In the same way, Thilawa Property Development Ltd (TPD)
has installed a 47.5 KWp solar power project featuring on-grid
system. This system, mounted on the roofs of two dormitories
within the Thilawa Garden City Area, became operational in
September 2023. It now supplies solar power to both
dormitories and the office located within the Thilawa Special
Economic Zone (Zone-A) Residential & Commercial Area.

As we reflect on our achievements, I would like to express my
heartfelt gratitude to our stakeholders — our shareholders,
investors, partners, and employees. Your unwavering support
and trust have been instrumental in our success. To our
shareholders, thank you for your continued confidence in our
vision and strategy. To our clients and partners, thank you for
your loyalty and collaboration. And to our employees, thank
you for your efforts, fulfillment of duty, hard work, excellence
and commitments.

Looking ahead, we remain optimistic about the future. We
are confident that our strategic initiatives, coupled with our
unwavering commitment to innovation and sustainability, will
drive continued growth and success for MTSH.

initially on May 3, 2013 in accordance with the Myanmar Companies Act.

The joint venture company, Myanmar Japan Thilawa Development Limited was established on January 10, 2014 with a share ownership ratio
of 41% from MTSH, 39% of MMS Thilawa Development Company Limited and 10% each from the Myanmar and Japanese governments.

Thilawa Propety Development Limited, the subsidiary company of MTSH ,was established on March 19, 2015 to carry out construction and
related activities.

On September 23, 2015, Thilawa Special Economic Zone was opened making it Myanmar's first special economic zone.

Myanmar Thilawa SEZ Holdings Public Co., Ltd. (MTSH) is a
publicly listed company, it is committed to build good corporate
governance on the foundations of accountability, fairness,
and transparency. To be a sustainable and responsible business,
MTSH has made a great effort to promote the long-term
benefits for shareholders and have public trust by shaping up
well in our management and performance of our company.

Corporate Governance Guidelines

The Board of Directors and key management had set the
standard operation procedure (SOP) and the norms of integrity
and ethical behavior which will be applied in the respective
tasks of employees and officers. In addition, the Board of
Directors has full responsibility to serve as a prudent fiduciary
for shareholders through the best practice in good corporate
governance. At Annual General meeting, the shareholders
elect and designate the Board members year on year with the
aim of overseeing their interest in the long-term success of
the business. Afterward, the Board serves as the ultimate
decision-making body of the company, except for the matters
that is concerned with Shareholders' decision. The Board
chooses the most suitable members of senior management
who will operate and implement the business plans according
to the Board of Directors' guidelines. The Board of Directors
has established Corporate Governance Guidelines which
provide a framework for the effective governance of the
Company. The guidelines address matters such as the Board's
mission, Director responsibilities, Director qualifications, Board
Committee structure, Managing Director performance
evaluation and management succession.

United Nations Global Compact

As one more significant step towards a sustainable and
responsible business, MTSH has participated into the United
Nations Global Compact and has become one of the members
of it since June 2015. Since then, MTSH has complied with
ten principles in the four main areas of Human Rights, Labor
Rights, Environmental Rights and Anti-Corruption guided by
the United Nations Global Compact (UNGC), and then those
principles are well integrated into our business strategy, culture,
and daily operations.

Continuous Improvement

In line with our aim, “to deliver a long-term and sustainable
benefit to all shareholders, employees and community”, the
Board frequently reviews and updates the related guidelines
in order to achieve strong corporate governance of the
Company. We have benchmarked our score against average
score of listed companies by using ASEAN Corporate
Governance Scorecard, private and public companies, and
ASEAN average available from an assessment jointly published
by International Finance Corporation (IFC), Securities and
Exchange Commission of Myanmar (SECM), Directorate of
Investment and Company Administration (DICA) and Yangon
Stock Exchange (YSX). Even though our score fare better than
Myanmar average, we acknowledge there are potentials to
improve our corporate governance practices to catch up with
ASEAN average.

MTSH is committed to continuous improvement of its corporate
governance practices to deliver long-term benefits to all
stakeholders.
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Risk and Compliance Management

The Board of Directors established an Audit, Risk Management
and Compliance Committee (ARMC) in 2017. Aligning with
best practices in corporate governance, the ARMC charter
encompasses risk management, compliance effectiveness,
internal audit procedures, and related party transactions.

In a significant step towards enhanced corporate governance,
this reporting period saw the formation of a dedicated
governance and compliance oversight committee. Chaired by
an independent director, this committee is responsible for
managing compliance across the entire group of companies.
The committee's Terms of Reference were adopted with Board
approval.

Risk Management Frameworkbased onISO 31000

The company adheres to the ISO 31000 risk management
framework to proactively minimize potential losses. This
framework involves a systematic approach:

1. Risk Identification : The process begins by identifying
potential high-impact risks. This prioritizes
addressing the most critical threats first.

2. Risk Analysis : Identified risks are then thoroughly
analyzed to determine their likelihood and potential
severity.

3. Risk Treatment : Based on the analysis, appropriate
mitigation strategies are developed for each risk. These
strategies aim to reduce the likelihood or impact of
the risk.

4. Monitoring and Improvement : The effectiveness of
implemented controls is continuously monitored. The risk
management process is cyclical, allowing for adjustments and
improvements as needed.

Implementation within the Company
Following the ISO 31000 framework, the company has

established a dedicated Audit & Risk Management Committee
(ARMC).

¢  Committee Composition : The ARMC comprises three
members: two financial field consultants and a non-
executive director. This combination ensures expertise
in financial risk assessment and independent oversight.

¢ Policy Development : The ARMC drafts the Audit & Risk
Management policy, which is subsequently approved
by the Board of Directors. This policy provides a clear
framework for the company's risk management
practices.

e Case Study : Debtor Risk Management: The ARMC
actively identifies risks, such as potential bad debts.
In this instance, the committee identified the risk of
customer defaults and recommended preventive
measures to the management team. Following the
committee's recommendations, management
implemented a debt collection process.
This proactive approach successfully mitigated the
risk of significant debt losses.

Effective risk management is a key foundation of delivering
our strategy and integral to the achievement of our objective
of creating value for stakeholders. Our risk management
framework comprises risk governance, risk assessment, risk
response and monitoring and reporting.

Risk management is the process of identifying, measuring
and treating property, liability, income, and personnel exposures
to loss. The ultimate goal of risk management is the
preservation of the physical and human assets of the
organization for the successful continuation of its operations.

In risk governance structure, the Board (as assisted by the
Audit & Risk Committee) is responsible for overall risk
management of the company. The Audit & Risk Committee
takes responsibility for overseeing the effectiveness of risk
management and internal control systems on behalf of the
Board, and senior management is tasks with implementing
the system.

We have adopted the three lines of defense approach to allow
effective oversights of risk management process by Board.

In first line of defense, day-to-day management of risk is
embedded within operational management. Head of business
units and departments ensure that daily operations are in
compliance with established policies, standard operation
procedures (SOPs), guideline and regulation.

Risk management functions serve as second line of defense
by establishing and implementing the risk management
framework. Risk management assists business units and
departments in risk management process, reviewing risk
management framework for improvement, and reporting to
senior management and the Audit & Risk Committee.

Internal audit acts as third defense line by providing assurance
to the Audit & Risk Committee on the effectiveness of risk
management, controls and governance practice. Key findings
and internal auditor’s recommendations for improvement are
regularly reported to the Board through the Audit & Risk
Committee.

Risk management function is responsible for effective
implementation and review of our risk management framework,
while ultimate responsibility for oversight of risk management
rests with the Board.

Risk appetite defined the amount of risk we are willing to
tolerate in pursuit of our strategy and objective and we have
identified tolerance level for each of the principal risks. It
promotes consistent, ‘risk-informed’ decision-making process
and it also supports robust corporate governance by setting
clear risk-taking boundaries.

In our risk assessment process, risk registers are used to
document the risks identified, level of severity and probability,
ownership and mitigation measures for each risk. We have
identified three major risks that may have negative impact on
executing our strategy and achieving our business objective.
- Strategic risk
(Political, Socio-Economic, Technology, Legal and
Reputational risk)
- Operational risk and
(Environmental, Compliance, IT, Fraud, Health & Safety
and Natural Disaster)
- Financial risk
(Foreign exchange risk, Credit risk, Market risk, Liquidity
risk and refer to note 4 of financial statement for more
detail)

Our approach to risk management is not to eliminate the risk
entirely, but instead to manage our risk exposures across the
business, whilst at the same time making the most of our
opportunities. We aim to establish robust and effective internal
controls in place to bring the risk to as low as reasonably
practicable (ALARP) level, which will allow the management
to focus on treatment of residual risk.

The audit of risk management committee headed by a financial
expert had conducted two coordination meetings with the

Management and Business Development Committee for new
projects in Solar and Trading Business. The Audit & Risk
Management Committee put up the outcomes of risk
assessment factors and suggestion to the Board of Directors
meeting.

Foreign exchange risk

The Group is exposed to foreign exchange risk due to assets
and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies. There is a
significant financial risk arising from the fluctuation of foreign
exchange rate, which accounted for the highest proportion
of the Group’s realised exchange gains/ (losses) transaction
in the income statement.

Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk of financial loss to the Group if a customer
or counterparty to a financial instrument fails to meet its
contractual obligations, and arises principally from the Group
and Group’s receivables from third party customers. The
internal audit group always reviews on the current consolidated
financial statements on this aspect of credit risk.

Market risk

Market risk is the risk that changes in market prices and the
uncertainty of the value of the property. The objective of the
market risk management is to manage and control market
exposures within acceptable parameters, while optimizing
the returns.

Health, Safety, Environmental Risk

Thilawa Property Development Limited (TPD) is a responsible
corporate citizen, committed to environmental stewardship
and social well-being. We believe in creating a sustainable
future for our employees, customers, and the communities
we serve. This commitment is embedded throughout all our

Solar Power Project

In 2023, Myanmar-Japan Thilawa Development Ltd. (MJTD) initiated the deployment of solar photovoltaic (PV) systems to
generate electricity, aiming to reduce dependence on fossil fuels and enhance renewable energy production. This initiative is
projected to add 5 megawatts (MW) of electrical capacity. Starting from the next fiscal year, MJTD anticipates generating revenue
from its solar power operations.

Currently, within the Thilawa Special Economic Zone (SEZ), three factories have already integrated solar PV systems, collectively
utilizing approximately 2 MW of solar-generated power. Additionally, MJTD has implemented a 120.96 kilowatt-peak (KWp) solar
power project, featuring a grid-tied system with a ground-mounted structure, at the open yard of the Water Purification Plant
(WPP) area. This system has been operational since March 1, 2023, supplying electricity to the WPP within Thilawa SEZ (Zone-A).

The translation of these foreign curmency balances
into the functional currency requires the application
of the appropriate closing exchange rate at the
reporting date. The determination of the correct
exchange rate is critical as it has a significant impact
on the reported consolidated financial position and
performance of the Group. Additionally, due to the
materiality of the foreign currency balances, this has
been identified as a kev audit matter.
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Recalculated the recoverable amount of
investment property to verify the accuracy of
management’s calculation, ensuring that the
discount rates and future cash flows projections
were applied correctly.

Tested the accuracy of the depreciation
calculations applied to the investment property,
ensuring that it was consistent with the accounting
policies.

General information

Myanmar Thilawa SEZ Holdings Public Company Limited (the Company) was incorporated in the
Republic of the Union of Myanmar on 3 May 2013 under the Myanmar Companies Act. The Act
has been replaced by the Myanmar Companies Law 2017. As such, the Company has been re-
registered and issued Company Registration No. 151830293 according to the new Law.

On 26 May 2013, pursuant to the Cooperation Memorandum, the Company signed a Memorandum
of Understanding with MMST LLP (MMS Thilawa Limited Liability Partnership) for the purpose
of establishing the Joint Venture Company for the development, marketing, sales and operation of
the Class A Project,

On 29 October 2013, pursuant to the Memorandum of Understanding mentioned above, the
Company, the Thilawa SMC (Thilawa SEZ Management Committee) and MMSTD (MMS Thilawa
Development Co., Ltd) entered into the Joint Venture Agreement in connection with the
establishment of the JV Company to undertake the development, construction, marketing, sales and
operation of the Class A project. The Joint Venture Company was established as Myanmar Japan
Thilawa Development Ltd. (MJTD).

Under the Joint Venture Agreement, subject to the satisfaction of certain prescribed conditions
precedent, the Company will collectively subscribe for JV Company Shares of an initial aggregate
amount of US$50,000,000 in the proportions of 41%.

The principle business activities of the Company are to:

* invest in and participate in the management of the JV Company, which will engage in the
development, construction, marketing, sales and operation of the Class A Project;

¢  market and sell the Class A Properties to Myanmar Related Entities as exclusive agent,
and market and sell the Class A Properties to parties which are not Myanmar Related
Entities or Japanese Related Entities jointly with the Japanese consortium members; and

s engage in the development of Thilawa SEZ (other than the Class A Area) or any part
thereof as may be determined by our Directors in their discretion.

Summary of significant accounting policies

The principal accounting policies applied in the preparation of the consolidated financial statements
are set out below. These policies have been consistently applied to all the years presented, unless
otherwise stated.

Basis of preparation

The accompanying consolidated financial statements of the Group have been prepared in
accordance with International Financial Reporting Standards (IFRSs).

In preparing these financial statements, the certain reclassifications and rearrangements have been
made in comparative financial statements to conform to the classification used in current financial
statements.

Foreign currency translation
(1}  Functional and presentation currency

Items included in the consolidated financial statements of the Group are measured using the
currency of primary economic environment in which the Group operates (the “functional
currency”). The consolidated financial statements are presented in Myanmar Kyat, which is the
presentation currency as well as functional currency of the Group. All amounts have been rounded
to the nearest thousands, unless otherwise indicated.

(2} Transactions and balances

Foreign currency transactions are translated into the functional currency at the exchange rate
prevailing on the dates of the transactions. Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting from the
settlement of such transactions and from the translation at year-end exchange rates of monetary
assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are recognised in the income statement.

Group Accounting
{a) Subsidiaries
Consolidation

Subsidiaries are entities (including special purpose entities) over which the Group has power to
govern the financial and operating policies so as to obtain benefits from its activities, generally
accompanied by a shareholding giving rise to a majority of the voting rights. The existence and
effect of potential voting rights that are currently exercisable or convertible are considered when
assessing whether the Group controls another entity. Subsidiaries are consolidated from the date on
which control is transferred to the Group. They are de-consolidated from the date on which control
CEases,

In preparing the consolidated financial statements, transactions, balances and recognised gains on
transactions between Group entities are eliminated. Unrealised losses are also eliminated but are
considered an impairment indicator of the asset transferred. Accounting policies of subsidiaries
have been changed where necessary to ensure consistency with the policies adopted by the Group.

Non-controlling interests are that part of the net results of operations and of net assets of a
subsidiary attributable to the interests which are not owned directly or indirectly by the equity
holders of the Group. They are shown separately in the consolidated statement of comprehensive
income, statement of changes in equity and statement of financial position. Total comprehensive
income is attributed to the non-controlling interests based on their respective interests in a
subsidiary, even if this results in the non-controlling interests having a deficit balance.

(b)  Associated companies

Associated companies are entities over which the Group has significant influence, but not control,
generally accompanied by a shareholding giving rise to voting rights of 20% and above but not
exceeding 50%. Investments in associated companies are accounted for in the consolidated
financial statements using the equity method of accounting less impairment losses.

(c) Equity method of accounting

In applying the equity method of accounting, the Group's share of its associated companies’ post-
acquisition profits or losses are recognised in profit or loss and its share of post-acquisition other
comprehensive income is recognised in other comprehensive income. These post-acquisition
movements and distributions received from the associated companies are adjusted against the
carrying amount of the investments, When the Group’s share of losses in an associated company
equals to or exceeds its interest in the associated company, including any other unsecured non-
current receivables, the Group does not recognise further losses, unless it has obligations to make or
has made payments on behalf of the associated company.

Unrealised gains on transactions between the Group and its associated companies are eliminated to
the extent of the Group's interest in the associated companies, Unrealised losses are also eliminated
unless the transactions provide evidence of impairment of the assets transferred. The accounting
policies of associated companies have been changed where necessary to ensure consistency with the
accounting policies adopted by the Group.

Investment in associate

Investment in associate is initially recognised at the transaction price (including transaction costs)
under the equity method of accounting and the carrying amount is increased or decreased to
recognise the investor’s share of the profit or loss of the investee after the date of acquisition. The
investor’s share of the profit or loss of the investee is recognised in the investor’s profit or loss.
Distributions received from an investee reduce the carrying amount of the investment.

Investment property

Investment property is property held to earn rental and/or capital appreciation (or both). Investment
property is initially recognised at cost and subsequently carried at cost less accumulated
depreciation and accumulated impairment losses. Depreciation is calculated using a straight-line
method to allocate the depreciable amounts over the estimated useful lives of fifty years or the
balance of land use right.

The residual values, useful lives and depreciation method of investment property are reviewed, and
adjusted as appropriate, at each consolidated statement of financial position date. The effects of any
revision are included in profit or loss when the changes arise.

Property, plant and equipment

Property, plant and equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment
losses. Cost includes expenditure that is directly attributable to bringing the asset to the location and
condition necessary for it to be capable of operating in the manner intended by management.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying amount or recognised as a separate asset, as
appropriate, only when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will
flow to the Group and the cost of the item can be measured reliably. The carrying amount of the
replaced part is de-recognised. All other repairs and maintenance are charged to the profit or loss
during the year in which they are incurred.

Depreciation on assets under construction commences when the assets are ready for their intended
use. Depreciation is calculated to write off the cost of items of property, plant and equipment less
their estimated residuals values using the straight-line method over their estimated useful lives.
The estimated depreciation rates are as follows:

The residual values and useful lives of assets are reviewed, and adjusted if appropriate, at the end of
the reporting year. The effects of any revision are recognised in profit or loss when the changes
arise,

An asset’s carrying amount is written down immediately to its recoverable amount if the asset’s
carrying amount is greater than its estimated recoverable amount.

Gains and losses on disposals are determined by comparing the proceeds with the carrying amount
and are recognised within ‘other gains/ (losses) — net’ in the consolidated statement of
comprehensive income.

Intangible asset
Accounting and payroll software

Accounting and payroll software license is initially capitalised at cost which includes the purchase
prices (net of any discounts and rebates) and other directly attributable costs of preparing the asset
for its intended use. Direct expenditures are added to the original cost of the software. Costs
associated with maintaining the accounting software license are expensed off when incurred.

Computer software license is subsequently carried at cost less accumulated amortisation and
accumulated impairment losses. These costs are amortised to profit or loss using the straight-line
method over their estimated useful lives of five years equivalent to 20%.

The amortisation year and amortisation method of intangible asset is reviewed at least at each
consolidated statement of financial position date. The effects of any revision are recognised in
profit or loss when the changes arise,

Construction contracts

When the outcome of a construction contract can be estimated reliably, contract revenue and
contract costs are recognised as revenue and expenses respectively by reference to the stage of
completion of the contract activity at the consolidated statement of financial position date
(“percentage-of-completion method™). When the outcome of a construction contract cannot be
estimated reliably, contract revenue is recognised to the extent of contract costs incurred that are
likely to be recoverable. When it is probable that total contract costs will exceed total contract
revenue, the expected loss is recognised as an expense immediately.

Variations in contract work, claims and incentive payments are included in contract revenue when it
is probable that the customer will approve the variation or negotiations have reached an advanced
stage such that it is probable that the customer will accept the claim and they are capable of being
reliably measured.

The stage of completion is measured by reference to the proportion of contract costs incurred to
date to the estimated total costs for the contract. Costs incurred during the financial year in
connection with future activity on a contract are excluded from the costs incurred to date when
determining the stage of completion of a contract. Such costs are shown as construction contract
work-in-progress on the consolidated statement of financial position unless it is not probable that
such contract costs are recoverable from the customers, in which case, such costs are recognised as
an expense immediately.

At the consolidated statement of financial position, the cumulative costs incurred plus recognised
profits (less recognised losses) on each contract is compared against the progress billings. Where
the cumulative costs incurred plus the recognised profits (less recognised losses) exceed progress
billings, the balance is presented as due from customers on construction contracts within “trade and
other receivables”. Where progress billings exceed the cumulative costs incurred plus recognised
profits (less recognised losses), the balance is presented as due to customers on construction
contracts within “trade and other payvables™.

Progress billings not yet paid by customers and retentions by customers are included within “trade
and other receivables”. Advances received are included within “trade and other payables”.

Inventories

Inventories are carried at the lower of cost and net realisable value. The cost comprises cost of land
scraping cost, infrastructure development cost, direct labour and other direct cost. Net realisable
value is the estimated selling price in the ordinary course of business, less the estimated costs of
completion and applicable variable selling expenses.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash in hand and deposits with various local banks.

Trade and other receivables

Trade and other receivables are initially measured at fair value, and subsequently measured at
amortised cost using the effective interest method, less provision for impairment. Trade and other
receivables are reduced by appropriate allowance for estimated irrecoverable amount.

Trade and other payables

Trade and other payables are initially measured at fair value, and subsequently measured at
amortised cost using the effective interest method.

Borrowing

Borrowings are presented as current liabilities unless the Group has an unconditional right to defer
settlement for at least 12 months after the consolidated statement of financial position date, in
which case they are presented as non-current liabilities.

Borrowings are initially recognised at fair value (net of transaction costs) and subsequently carried
at amortised cost. Any difference between the proceeds (net of transaction costs) and the
redemption value is recognised in profit or loss over the year of the borrowings using the effective
interest method.

Issued and paid-up share capital

Ordinary shares are classified as equity. Incremental costs directly attributable to the issue of
ordinary shares are recognised as a deduction from equity, net of any tax effects.

Dividends

Dividends to the Group's shareholders are recognised when the dividends are approved for
payment,

Employee benefits

Employee benefits are all forms of consideration given by an entity in exchange for service
rendered by employees. Employee benefits are recognised as payable in the year in which the
benefit is earned by employee. Past-service costs are recognised immediately in profit or loss.

Provisions

Provisions are recognised when the Group has a present legal or constructive obligation as a result
of past events; it is a probable that an outflow of resources will be required to settle the obligations;
and the amount has been reliably estimated. Provisions are not recognised for future operating
losses.

Revenue

Revenue is recognised only when it is probable that the economic benefits associated with the
transaction will flow to the Group. Revenue is shown net of sales (after deducting commercial tax).

(a) Rendering of services

Revenue for rendering services is recognised over time as the services are provided. The related
costs are recognised in consolidated statement of profit or loss and comprehensive income when
they are incurred.

{(b) Sale of goods
Revenue from sales of goods is recognised when the goods are delivered and title has passed to the
customer,

{c) Interest income
Interest income arising from deposit at financial institution is recognised when the effective interest
method.

(d) Dividend income
Dividend income is recognised when the right to receive payment is established.

{e) Rental income
Rental income is recognised when earned on a straight-line basis over the lease term.

Borrowing costs

Borrowing costs are recognised in profit or loss using the effective interest method.

Income tax

Current income tax assets and liabilities for the current year are measured at the amount expected to
be recovered from or paid to the taxation authorities. The current income tax is calculated on the
basic of the tax rate and tax law enacted or substantially enacted at the end of the reporting year.
Current income tax is recognised in profit or loss.

Deferred tax is recognised on the differences between the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities
in the consolidated financial statements and the corresponding tax bases used in the computation of
taxable profit. Deferred tax is calculated at the tax rates that are expected to apply in the year when
the liability is settled or the asset realised based on the tax rates that have been enacted or
substantively enacted by the end of the reporting year. Deferred tax is recognised as an expense or
income in profit or loss, except when they relate to items credited or debited outside profit or loss
(either in other comprehensive income or directly in equity), in which case the tax is also
recognised outside profit or loss (either in other comprehensive income or directly in equity,
respectively).

Significant accounting judgments and estimates

The preparation of the Group's consolidated financial statements in conformity with IFRSs requires
management to make judgments. estimates and assumptions that affect the application of
accounting policies and the reported amounts of revenues, expenses, assets and liabilities. Actual
results may differ from these estimates,

Estimate and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revision to accounting
estimates are recognised in the year in which the estimates are revised and in any future year
affected.

Infrastructure development costs

Infrastructure development costs of land are recorded as inventories during the construction stage
and an apportionment of these costs will be recognised in the consolidated statement of
comprehensive income upon the recognition of the revenue of the land under development.

These infrastructure costs comprise of awarded contracts and an estimation of future ones. The total
costs were estimated by a third-party professional Quantity Surveyor and periodically re-validated
internally.

Before the final settlement of the development costs and other costs relating to the land under
development, these costs are based on management’s best estimate. Where the final settlement of
costs and the related cost allocation is different from the initial estimates, any increase or decrease
in the development costs and other costs would affect the profit or loss in future years.

Foreign exchange risk

The Group is exposed to foreign exchange risk due to assets and liabilities denominated in foreign
currencies. There is a significant financial risk arising from the fluctuation of foreign exchange rate,
which accounted for the highest proportion of the Group’s realised exchange gains/ (losses)

transaction in the income statement.

Foreign currency sensitivity

The following analysis details the sensitivity to a 10% increase/ decrease in the Myanmar Kyat
against the relevant foreign currencies. 10% is the sensitivity rate used when reporting foreign
currency risk exposures intemally to key management personnel and represents management’s
assessment of the possible change in foreign exchange rates, which is the change in foreign
exchange rate that management deems reasonably possible which will affect outstanding foreign
currency denominated monetary items at year end. The sensitivity analysis includes only
outstanding foreign currency denominated monetary items and adjusts their translation at the year-
end for a 10% change in foreign currency rates,

Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk of financial loss to the Group if a customer or counterparty to a financial
instrument fails to meet its contractual obligations, and arises principally from the Group and
Group's receivables from third party customers. The internal audit group always reviews on the
current consolidated financial statements on this aspect of credit risk.

Trade receivables
The Group has a credit policy in place which establishes credit limits for customers and
management monitors their balances on an ongoing basis. Credit evaluations are performed on all

customers requiring credit, taking into account their credit worthiness and past payment experience
with the Group.

Market risk

Market risk is the risk that changes in market prices and the uncertainty of the value of the property.
The objective of the market risk management is to manage and control marketl exposures within
acceptable parameters, while optimizing the returns.

The Group’s investment property and land are located in Thilawa Special Economic Zone, from
which a substantial amount of the Group’s revenue is derived. The challenging and highly
downward trend of investment property market condition in Myanmar affected the Group’s
property rental performance and financial condition in the year. The default risk of tenants and the
risk of tenants’ relocation were also inevitably higher under unstable economic outlook and also
had an adverse impact on the revenue and results of the Group. However, the Group had
proactively reviewed and taken mitigation action to reduce the impact on its property leasing
business arising from the risks mentioned above, by maintaining a good quality of tenant mix,
offering a competitive rental package for tenants’ retention, improved property management
services and refining its business strategies. These proactive and responsive measures enable our
group to benefit from mitigating the impact resulting from the risks mentioned above.

Liguidity and cash Aows risk

Liquidity risk is the risk of incurring losses resulting from the inability to meet payment obligations
in a timely manner when they become due or from being unable to do so at a sustainable cost.

The Group monitors the liquidity risk through conscious financial planning and analysis and by
forecasting cash flows regularly, monitoring and optimizing net working capital and ability of the
Group to meet its financial obligations. The Group maintains sufficient cash and cash equivalents,
and internally generated cash flows to finance their activities.

Capital management

The Group’s objectives when managing capital are to safeguard the Group’s ability to continue as a
going concern in order to provide returns for shareholders and benefits for other stakeholders and to
maintain an optimal capital structure to reduce the cost of capital. Expansions of new projects are
analytically screened by possibility studies including financial projection with discounted cash
flows method.
